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Who is eligible to purchase a HC plate?
All alumni, faculty, staff, students and friends of Hanover College who
are residents of Indiana may purchase a Hanover Specialty Plate.

What is the cost?
$25 for each authorization form submitted for approval. Current Student rate is $10.

What does Hanover do with the fee collected?
Fees benefit students through the Dorothy S. Bucks Endowment for International Study.
Currently $8,900 has been contributed to the endowment to help students.

Are any additional costs involved?
The Bureau of Motor Vehicles charges a $15 fee for specialty plates in addition to your
registration fees.

Do | need a new authorization form validated each year through the College to renew an
existing college plate? Yes

I don’t want to wait until my renewal time, can | purchase my plate early?
Yes, the license branch will credit part of the excise tax from the current plate to the new
Hanover plate.

Can I get a Hanover license plate for my truck?
Yes, all passenger cars, recreational vehicles and trucks weighing less than 11,000 pounds are
eligible to purchase specialty plates.

Are Hanover license plates available for motorcycles?
Motorcycle plates are available as of spring 2008 using the same authorization form.

Can I obtain more than one HC plate?
Yes, but each vehicle must have a separate authorization form.

How long will it take for my Hanover Plate to come in once purchased? Most branches have
HC plates available on-site. If you order a specific number on the authorization form, it may
take up to thirty days to arrive at the specified license branch. Motorcycle plates may take up to
thirty days until branches can obtain them on-site.

Can | renew my Hanover plate through the mail? Renewals can be processed through the
mail with the BMV by mailing in the original approved authorization form with your BMV
renewal information, but keep a copy of the approved authorization form for your records.

Can I get a Hanover License Plate in states other than Indiana?
Sorry, not at this time.
