Your Hanover student is a senior - congratulations! 
 
Every year the Campus Communication Committee of the Parents’ Association Board of Directors 
sends out preliminary information regarding Commencement to parents of seniors so that families 
can begin plans early. This courtesy letter will be followed by more detailed information to be 
sent out in the spring by the Office of Academic Affairs. 
 
Commencement 2010 will be Saturday, May 29 (Memorial Day weekend). Traditionally, 
Baccalaureate is at 10:00 a.m. and Commencement at 1:30 p.m. with Department Receptions in 
between ceremonies at various locations. (Please note that in May, we observe daylight savings 
time.) 
 
Concerning locations of the day’s ceremonies, Baccalaureate and Commencement are generally 
held at the Point, weather permitting. The decision on whether these ceremonies are on the Point or 
inside is made as late as possible since seniors always want to be outside. If the ceremonies have to 
be held indoors, they will be in the Horner Center. In that case, each senior will be sent a maximum 
of 8 tickets for his/her family for Commencement.  There will be no extra tickets, but students may 
get additional ones from other students who might not need all of theirs.  No tickets are needed for 
Baccalaureate.  If the ceremonies are held outdoors on the Point, there is no limit on the number of 
guests for each senior.  The Dean’s Office will mail detailed information about graduation to 
seniors and parents in early April. 
 
At the end of this letter is a list of area hotels and motels. It is NOT too early to begin making room 
reservations now. In fact, you may find that some places are already full.  For more information 
about accommodations in the Madison area, call the Madison Area Convention and Visitors’ 
Bureau at 1-800-559-2956 between 9:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time or visit their 
website at www.visitmadison.org.   
 
Finally, a couple of things you may want to keep in mind in regard to Baccalaureate and 
Commencement:   
 

 Because seniors are expected to vacate their rooms immediately after Commencement, you 
may want to bring old clothes if you plan to help your student during the moving-out 
process. 

 
 Be aware that your student’s health insurance may lapse immediately after graduation, 

so you may wish to look into supplemental insurance plans for your student.
